8. Erecriox oF SrEARER:—Mr. Booth, addressing himself to the Clerk (who, standing
up, pointed to him, and then sat down), proposed to the House for their Speaker,
Francis Michael Burke, Esquire, and moved, “ That Francis Michael Burks,
Esquire, do take the Chair of this Heuse as Speaker,>—which motion was
seconded by Mr. Alfred McClelland.

The House then calling Mr  Burke to the ‘Chair, he stood up in his place, and

expressed the sense he entertained of the honor propesed to be conferred upon

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The House then again unanimously calling him to the Chair, he was taken out
of his place by Mr. Booth and Mr. MeClelland, and conducted to the Chair,

Mr. Lang informed the House that he had ascertained that His Excellency the
Governor would receive their Speaker at Government House at a quarter past
Two o'clock this afternoon, and moved, That this House do now adjourn until
Five minutes past Two o’clock This Day.

The House adjourned accordingly, at Twenty-seven minutes before One o'clock,
until Five minutes after Two o'clock p.m. This Day.

The House resumed pursuant to adjournment. Mr, Speaker took the Chair.

7. PRESENTATION oF SPEAXER:—The House then proceeded to Government House to

present their Speaker to His Excellency the Governor—

And having returned,—Mr. Sypeaker reported that the Assembly had been to
Government House, where he informed the Governor that, immediately after
the opening of Parliament to-day, the Legislative Assembly, in the exercise of
their undoubted right, had proceeded to the election of their Speaker, that the
choice had fallen upon him, and that he had now to present himself to His
Excellency as their Speaker :—Wherenpon His Excellency was pleased to offer
him his congratulations.—~That he had then, ou behalf of the House, laid claim
to all their rights and privileges, particularly to freedom of speech in debate,
to free access to His Excellency when occasion should require, and that the
most favourable eonstruction should, on all oecasions, be put upon their language
and proceedings;—to all which His Exzcellency had readily assented.

Mr. Speaker then repecated his grateful thanks for the honour the House had
been pleased to confer upon him.

8, MINISTERIAL STATEMENT—NEW ADMINISTRATION :—Mr. Lang informed the House

that upon receipt of the resignation of the late Government on 81st October last
His Excellency the Governor sent for him and commissioned him_ to form a
Ministry.
