9. Tae GoOVERNOR'S OPENING SPEECH: —Mr. Speaker reported that the House had

this day altended the Governor in the Legislative Council ‘Chamber when His
Excellency the Governor was pleased to deliver an Opening Speech to both
Housges of Parliament. For greater accuracy, he had obtained a copy, which
he laid upon the Table of the House, and ordered that it be recorded in the
Votes and Proceedings, as follows; —

HoNouraBLE MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL, AND
MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY,—

We are assembled to open the Second Session of the Thirty-eighth Parlia-
ment of the State of New South Wales.

We meet once again at a time when Australia and the British Common-
wealth of Nations are at peace with all other nations. We meet, moreover, at
a time when earnest endeavours are still being made to brihg the Great
Powers closer together in mutual understanding and goodwill. We pray
that these endeavours will be crowned with suceess, and that peace among the
Great Powers, and indeed throughout the world, will be long-éqdurin'g.

This is an occasion of historic interest and of proud celebration, in that
today is precisely the one-hundredth anniversary of the day on which this
great institution, the Parliament of New South Wales, was brought into
existence. One hundred years age this day, on the 22nd of May, 1856, the
First Session of the First Parliament was opened by Commissioners appointed
by the then Governor of New South Wales, His Excellency Sir William
Denison, as the representative of Her Majesty Queen Victeria, Now, one
hundred vears later, it is our pride and pleasure to celebrate the occasion.,

You will be happy to learn that Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Second,
being aware of the ‘significance of this day, has commanded me to convey
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to you, and through you to all the people of New South Wales, an expression
of Her Majesty’s sentiments. I shall now read Her Majesty’s message to
the Parliament:

“On this memorable occasion when the Parliament of New South
Wales is celebrating its Centcnary, I send to ifs members my warm
congratulations.

“I shall always remember, with gratitude, the sincerity and friendli-
ness of the welcome I received when, on the 4th February, 1954, it was
my privilege to open a Session of your Parliament. ‘

“It is my earnest hope that Divine Providence may guide your delibe-
rations throughout the years that lie ahead, to further the happiness and
prosperity of the people of New South Wales.”

In celebrating this centennial anniversary of the institution of Parlia-
mentary and Responsible Self-Government, you will desire to join me in
paying tribute to those earnest and determined men, our forefathers, wha
struggled for its attainment and whose efforts were crowned with success
on this day a hundred years ago.

In the Colony of those days, among its quarter-of-a-million inhabitants,
there were many who felt that the proper time had arrived for the right
of full self-government to be granted. They believed and they declared that
the time had come for the phase of Colonialism to be brought to an end;
that the period of maternal government by the Mother Country should be
closed; that this already adolescent young nation was then sufficiently
developed to be fit to assume full responsibility for the conduct of its own
afTairs. .

It would be inappropriate on this occasion for me to dwell on the disagree-
ments, between the young Colony and the Mother Country, which led directly
to the demand for self-government. Today we need only remember that,
despite disputes on particular issues, the people of this Colony were still
very deeply attached in sentiment to the country which most of them, at
that time, still referred to as “Home’. Even in their demand for self-govern-
ment, they explicitly declared that their desire was “to have a form of govern-
ment based on the analogy of the British Constitution’.

In the result, it is recorded that, in the course of his Speech when opening
the First Parliament, His Excellency Sir William Denison referred to the
new Legislature as having been constituted under an Imperial Act:

“framed for the purpose of adopting, as far as circumstances will
permit, the principles characteristic of the British Constitution.”

Particularly worthy of recall is the concluding paragraph of the despatch
of the 20th July, 1855, from the then Secretary of State for the Colonies
{Lord John Russell) to the Governor of New South Wales transmitting the
Constitution Statute authorising Her Majesty's assent to the new Constitution.
T.ord John Russell said:

“I will now conclude with the expression of my sincere hepe, and
that of Her Majosty’s Government, that the new Institutions, thus con-
ferred on New South Wales, greatly extending, as they do, the powers
of self-government now possessed by its community, may prove a per-
manent and solid advantage. It has been a source of deep sagisfaction
to Her Majesty’s Government, and to all classes in the Mother Country,
to mark the practical evidence which has been afforded by their
Australian fellow-subiects, and foremost amongst them by the people
of New South Wales, of their deep sympathy with her fortunes through-
out the arduous struggle in which she is now engaged. And, at the
same {ime, the Colenists of New South Wales, by their avowed desire
to assimilate their Institutions, as far as possible, to those of the Parent
Country, have proved that this sympathy was not merely the expression
of a common sentiment arising from a cormnmon origin, but connected with
a deliberate attachment to the ancient laws of the community from
which their own has sprung. Whilst continuing, therefore, to pursue
their present independent career of progress and prosperity, I have the
Tullest confidence that they will combine with it the sedulous maintehance
of ties thus cemented alike by feeling and principle.”

Everyone will ggree that the confidence of the Secretary of State has been
more then fully justified and that the progress of New South Wales in the
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century which has passed since he wrote has been far beyond anything
which eguld have been imagined at the time.

The Crimean War had produced in New South Wales a state of consider-
able anxiety on account of supposed Russian designs on the Colony; and,
while Fort Denison and other batteries were being constructed on the head-
lands of Sydney Harbour, the first Volunteer Force was raised in New South
Wales. It was an event of some note, in that, although a small British garri-
son remained in the Colony for a few years longer, the formation of that
New South Wales Volunteer Force, in 1854, was the forerunner of all the
Armed Fighting Forces of Australia which, during the century since then,
have earned imperishable fame on land, on sea, and in the air.

A hundred years ago, it will be remembered, New South Wales was also
involved in all the excitement, ihe unsettlement, the rapid expansion of
population, and the great inflation of prices and wages, which had resulted
from the discoveries, in 1851, of gold.

The entire population of the Colony was just a guarier of a million, of
which less than one-fourth (sixty thousand) lived in Sydney. The only
railway was the newly-opened line between Sydney and Parramatta, 14
miles, which may be compared with the 6,000 miles ¢f railway existing today.
The tonmnage of all shipping eniered and cleared in 1856 was 645,000 tons,
which again may be compared with the present annual average of 18,000,000
tons. The number of sheep in the Colony was then a litlle less than 7§
million, which number has now grown to 59 million.

At the time the First Parliament met, there was not a telegraph line in
the Colony, though the first one, between Sydney and Liverpool, was opened
only two years later; and the same year saw the first telegraphic connection
established between Sydney and Melbourne. For telephones it would be
necessary, of course, to wait more than another generation.

Such reflections remind us of the very difficult conditions of the time
when Representative Government was established. Country Members of the
First Parliament were obliged to travel the long distances from their electo-
ratzs to Sydney, over rough dirt roads, by Cobb & Co. or other coaches. Some
Country Members would need to spend eight days or more on the road to
reach Sydney from their electorates. Moreover, without the telegraph or
telephones, they then possessed no means of communication with their electo-
rates or their homes—excent the miails carried by road, perhaps eight or
ten days’ journey, to the nearest local Post Office. Even so, there were then
only 177 Post Offices in the whole of the Colony (compared with 2,600
today).

The difficulties of Members attending Parliament and “keeping in touch”
were thus very great; and we can but admire the courage of, especially, the
Couniry Members representing remote electorates. To undertake the
responsibility—and the physical ordeal—of being Members of Parliamenti
under those trying conditions, they must indeed have been imbued with
a strong sense of public duty and also with a realisation of the high importance
of the institution of parliamentary self-government.

Although conditions have changed, the responsibilities of Members are
today no less onerous, with their multifarious duties for their constituents and
the continually growing complexity of the problems to which they must
devote their attention in tho interests of the State and the Nation.

The maintenance of the dignity of Parliament, both in the minds of
Honourable Members themselves and in the minds of all those people in New
South Wales whom this Parliament represents, is one of those matters which
should be the constant care of all Members, of the Press, and of all who
truly understand the value of democratic Parliamentary self-government,

I now leave you to the discharge of your important duties with the earnest
prayer that, under Divine Guidance, your labours wiil be always so directed
as to promote the highest welfare of the people of this State, both for the
present generation end for the generations to come.

Mr. Cahill moved, and Mr. Heffron seconded the motion, That the following
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addressed to both Houses of Parliament on opening this Session of the Parlia-
ment of New South Wales be now adopted by this House:—

May IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,—

We, Her Majesty’s loyal and dutiful subjects, the Members of the Legis-
lative Assembly of New South Wales, in Parliament assembled, express our
thanks for Your Excellency’s Speech.

2. We are greatly honoured to receive the Message from Her Majesty
on the occasion of our celebration of the Centenary of Responsible Govern-
ment in New South Wales and we ask that Your Excellency convey to
Her Majesty our deepest appreciation of her warm congratulations,

3. We ask also that Your Excellency convey to Her Majesty an assurance
of our unfeigned attachment to Her Majesty's Throne and Person and inform
Her Majesty that the people of New South Wales cherish warmly the recollec-
tion of the oceasion in 1354 when Her Majesty visited this State and graciously
opened a Session of the Parliament.

4. We join Your Excellency in the hope that, under the guidance of
Divine Providence, our labours may be so directed as to promote the highest
welfare of the people of New South Wales.

2. CenTeENARY OF RESPONSIBLE GOVERNMENT—CONGRATULATORY MESSAGES: —Mr.
Speaker reported the receipt of the following congratulatory messages from
the House of Representatives of the Federal Parliament and the House of

Hon. R. G. Menzies, CH., Q.C., M.P,, referred to the fact that in this
week is celebrated the 100th anniversary of the establishment of self-
povermment in the State of New Scuth Wales and stated that this was a very
remarkable event in Australian democratic and political history. Mr. Menzies

It was from the origins of British administration of the colonies in
early days that nations outside the British Commonwealth and so many in
it today enjoyved full nationhood and full self-government,

The Members of the House enthusiastically supported the remarks of
the Prime Minister and the Leader of the Opposition.

It gives me much pleasure to convey to your Government and the
Parliament of New South Wales the congratulations and references made in
this House on this historic occasion.
